 The following is a brief over-view of some of the ac-

tions the Board has taken during the past several months.

Community Improvements 

Concrete aprons to the parking lots on Charlesfield and 

Berman Courts will be replaced within the month. 

Street lights on Smithers Court were repaired; one is be-

ing replaced due to rotten wood. 

A drainage problem in a parking area on Smithers Court 

is being addressed. 

The common area along the Timberly Way townhouse 

entrance was planted with liriope, crepe myrtles and  

other shrubbery recommended by the contractor, Germi-

nating Interest.

The issue of an increased number of signs around the 

community ( i.e. contractor signs, homes for sale, open 

houses, political and security) was discussed. A resolu-

tion was passed addressing sign size and length of time 

signs are allowed to remain on the property.  The resolu-

tion will be included in the Annual Meeting package.
